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All of us at times have done wrong
and been unloving and unkind to
others. The Bible says, “All have
sinned and fall short of the glory of
God” (Romans 3:23). The worst thing
about our sins is that they separate
us from God, who is absolutely
sinless and perfect. In order to bring
us to God, Jesus, the Son of God,
took the punishment for our sins.
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God’s plan of salvation is simple. All you
have to do is admit that you have made
mistakes and need God's forgiveness and
then accept that God sent Jesus to take
your punishment for you. You can do this
right now by saying a simple prayer:

Thank You, Jesus, for giving your life for me
and forgiving me for all the bad things |
have done. | now open the door of my
heart and ask You to come in and give me
eternal life. Amen.
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Salvation is not a reward for
good works. Your good
works can’t get you into
heaven. You're saved purely
by faith in Jesus.
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You don’t need to worry
about whether or not you are
going to lose your salvation
or how you are going to
manage to stay saved,
because once you’ve received
Jesus as your Savior, you are
saved! You have eternal life
right now, and you can’t lose
it.

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Even though you’re not
perfect and you’re bound to
make mistakes, God is going
to save you anyway. Salvation is
forever. He's already given it to
you, and He’s not going to take
it back. It’s yours! Jesus says, “I
will never leave you nor forsake
you.” (Hebrews 13:5)
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
