What is
the Bible?




The Bible is the holy book of Christians.
It consists of two major parts: the Old
Testament and the New Testament. The
Bible contains 66 books which were
written by about 40 different people
who were inspired by God.
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The books of the Bible were written during a
1,500-year period. That 1,500-year period began
with Moses about 3,400 years ago and ended
with the book of Revelation about 1900

years ago.
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The Old Testament has many
prophecies about a Messiah
or Anointed One, who would
be a “son” who would be
called “Mighty God,” or
“Eternal Father.” These
prophecies were written
hundreds of years before
Jesus Christ was born.
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The New Testament contains the sacred
writings of the early Christian period.

» The first four books are the Gospels, and
these are four separate accounts of the life of
Jesus.

» Next is the book of the Acts of the Apostles
that tells the story of the early Christians after
Jesus’ ascension to Heaven.

» Most of the remaining books are epistles, or
letters, written by the early Christian leaders to
individuals or groups of followers.

» The final book is Revelation, a prophetic
vision of the future.
